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USEFUL FUNCTIONAL LANGUAGE FOR STUDENTS PARTICIPATING IN EXCHANGE PROGRAMMES.


Divide the class in groups of four: Spanish partner, English partner, Spanish “mum”, Spanish “dad”. They will predict the necessary language, so that they can role play the situations bellow. In this session we can work on the language and students can start working on the dialogues. They can finish at home, and do the role play in the next class.

A. When you meet your English partner at the Assembly Room, at the highschool.

Greetings. Check what they would say.
Introducing yourself.  We have already revised it in class.	
Check what they would say.
Then you could start a small talk, just to break the ice: what would you say?, what would you talk about? Do a brainstorm activity to get ideas.

B. At home.

1. Introduce your English partner to your family: mum, dad, brothers, sisters, your pet…

2.  Offer your English partner something to eat / drink ….; make sure he / she is OK.

C. Back at your living room, check your partner’s likes about food: what food he / she doesn’t like.

What would you ask? Do a brainstorm activity to get ideas.

And, what about breakfast the next morning? Do a brainstorm activity to get ideas.
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
