This is a collaborative activity where students will use their communication skills working in groups. More information about the assessment can be found below.

IN THE COURT ROOM
Aims 
Students prepare a trial in groups of 6.
Students develop speaking skills and improvising. 
Explore their creativity when preparing the topic. 
Learn how to organize their collaborative work, taking turns, roles distribution, etc.
Learning legal vocabulary.

Level   B2      TIME   5 Lessons

Materials: Notebooks, online links, computers or tablets.

Procedure
· Teacher introduces the topic and vocabulary related to the topic, gives the instructions.
· Students decide and distribute their roles: defendant, defendant´s lawyer,  prosecutor, judge, expert, witness.
· The other groups will be the jury
· One person organizes the timing and decide what the crime has been.
· Students write down notes. 
· Students prepare photos and evidence to show the jury and the judge.
· The group then is divided to prepare de witness on one side and the expert on the other as well as every lawyer.
· The lawyers prepare their questions without the defendant or the others know.
· Teacher record parts of the trial.





 Procedure steps

1st day
The activity is introduced, roles and vocabulary related. Students take notes about the specific sentences used in courtrooms.
Students start deciding the roles or at random.

2nd  day
 Preparation of the trial. Individual work.

3th day
1st  group trial presentation. Jury decision and judge sentence.

4th day
2nd  group trial presentation. Jury decision and judge sentence.

5th day
Feedback and exchange of opinions and review of every trial.
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
