Daily routine text transcript

Welcome to Shooting Starts Basketball Summer Camp for kids. My name is Ted Demarest and I am the camp general manager that means that I am also your direct supervisor. We are really excited to have you guys in our team this year. As camp monitors you will be responsible for 12 kids each. We are going to review now what a regular day at the camp will look like, please feel free to ask any questions you may have at the end of my intervention.

Campers wake up at 8 o’clock, and that is important, not 8:10, not quarter past 8, at 8 o’clock sharp please, we need kids to be punctual to be able to keep all our daily activities on schedule. They have one hour to get dressed, personal hygiene and have breakfast before the first basketball practice in the morning. All basketball practice takes place in the main gymnasium, located behind the dormitories, near the lake. Kids practice for two hours, and then they have a 30 minute break until 11:30. After that they come back to work until 1:00 pm. At that time they can relax and swim at the lake, there is a little beach there and a lifeguard is on duty all day. The lunch room is open from 2:15 to 3:15; there, a buffet is served and campers have lunch, they need to clean up their plates and tables and they go to their dormitories to rest until half past 4. Campers are allowed to use their phones during this break. The afternoon practice is from 4:30 to 6:30, campers are divided into teams and they play games against other teams during the second hour of this practice. From half past 6 until half past 8 they have free time; they can swim at the beach, rest at their dorms, hang out at the game room or go for a walk in our little forest. The use of cell phones is also allowed in this free time and parents usually call their kids then; this is a good moment to share what they have done during the day. Dinner is served between 8:30 and 10 o’clock, kids clean up their plates after eating and each day one team helps the kitchen staff to clean up the kitchen too, we believe that responsibility is an important skill and we make sure that we transmit that idea to our campers. Every night we prepare a number of fun activities to keep our kids busy and entertained, evening activities usually take place in the game room, although at weekends we like doing these activities outdoors. Our campers enjoy doing theatre, karaoke, gymkhanas or playing board games. Lights go off at 12:00 sharp, so kids need to be in bed by that time. It is important that they sleep well every night, because that will give them energy for the next day.

These are our camp routines. For the next four weeks we will count on you to help us take care of our campers. Thank you for being here, and again, welcome.
