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ROLE PLAY HEALTH

A DOCTOR AND A PATIENT

Before the task (15 min)
1. Aim: To introduce the topic of health  and to give the class vocabulary and expressions/ phrases related to it. 
2. Project vocabulary and expressions or sentences related to the topic  on the screen 
VOCABULARY
Headache  stomach ache, toothache, illness, disease, thermometre, temperatura, flu, sore throat, hurt, ache, wound, feel, well, vaccine, cough, pill, paracetamol, cough syrup, etc.
EXPRESSIONS
· My leg/arm /knee/ hand/ head/ etc hurts.
· I don’t feel very well.
· I feel dizzy.
· How do you feel?
· Have you eaten fast food? Have you drunk fizzy drinks? What have you eaten?

3. Tell them situations and ask them what they would tell the doctor when they feel like that, i.e. I have got a headache, my leg hurts, I am stressed, etc.
4. Play the listening of a person speaking to a doctor, telling him how s/he is feeling or the problem s/he has or show them pictures from the Internet.
5. Write up different types of dialogues (illnesses or problems) on the board.
6. Tell them to plan a visit to the doctor (10 minutes) to think about the problem. Then they can act it out. Every pair a different situation. The teacher helps them with vocabulary or expressions they would need.
7. Each pair rehearses before presenting it. The other students listen and can ask question after each acting.
8. The teacher gives feedback on the content and quickly reviews their role play.
